Humans have three types of teeth; molars,
canines and incisors.

Molars are used for crushing and grinding
food. Canines are used for gripping our food,
‘and our incisors are used for shearing and
cutting food.

When we are born we have o teeth. By the age of six months
we get our first milk teeth. When we have all our milk teeth
we have about twenty.

At the age of about six years we begin fo lose our milk teeth
and they are replaced with our permanent teeth, these have
1o last us for the rest of our lives.

To keep our permanent tecth healthy we need to look after
them properly. Bacteria causes tooth decay. Any sugary food left
in our mouths is eaten by bacteria. This bacteria forms a sticky
covering on our teeth called plaque.
